The course will be held in Spanish and English thus attendees are supposed to be familiar with both languages. Supporting materials will be delivered basically in English.

The course is funded by the Geotrainet project, and the cost of participation is free for all participants. Please note, however, that all participants will be required to attend for the full three days of the course (0900 on 5thJuly to 15:00 on 7thJuly). Participants must fund their own travel, subsistence and accommodation costs.

The number of places on the courseis limited to 30 and first preference will be given to attendees from the European Union and European Economic Area. The Geotrainet consortium reserves the right to prioritise places on the course to those who are actively working or developing their capacity in the field of design of closed loop ground source heat systems.
